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Observations!

Read 1 Peter 5: 1-11
Using verses 1-3, what are some of the negative motivations a leader could have?  What is the root of all of these negative motivations?

In verses 5b-6, how does God respond to those who are proud?  Why would God emphatically oppose those who are proud?

Talk it over!

TVC has a team of leaders that make decisions and guide the church.  Why might this be important to the healthy functioning of a church and why might you want to be cautious of a church that has just one leader?

A church consists of humble elders/pastors who shepherd and give oversight.  Why are two qualifications given?  How might they compliment each other in the healthy life of a church?
 

Humble Christians are described as those who respect leadership.  Vs. 5 directs young men to be submissive to those who are older.  Why?

Our culture promotes self-esteem, self-actualization and self-help.  Though having confidence, or trying not to burden others with things you can do yourself aren’t necessarily bad, they can become fine lines that are easily crossed.  Taken to the extreme, what do these three things turn into?  What do they eliminate your need for?

Work It Out!
Humility allows for freedom from internal anxiety (v. 7). When we are overly anxious, we are seeking to have two of God’s characteristics for ourselves: (1) knowing all and (2) controlling all.  If we strive for these characteristics, what does it indicate about our trust in God?  If you really believed that God knew all and controlled all, how would that change the anxiety you feel over certain issues?

Humility allows for protection from an external enemy (vv. 8-9).  How can we resist Satan’s ploy to elevate ourselves and become prideful?

Humility allows for restoration in eternal glory (vv. 10-11).  Christ’s rightful place is on the throne.  What are some examples from Christ’s life that exemplify humility?  With his life in mind, do we ever have the ‘right’ to be prideful or boastful?
