Observations


Scene 1: A deadly discontent (Exodus 2:11-12)

1.) What does the author repeat in these two verses?  What might the author be trying to indirectly convey?  What is the significance of this considering Moses’ childhood and background (2:10)? 
Read/Talk it over!


Scene 2: An early retirement? (Exodus 2:13-15)

3) What was Moses’ response to the injustice he saw among his own people?

4) Was Moses’ passion warranted? In his rash action what piece of the puzzle, what did he miss? 
(Think of the larger context of the story)  

5) Midian was far away from Egypt, in a desert.  Describe Moses’ current situation and speculate 
about his possible outlook on life as a result.  

Scene 3: The burning call (Exodus 3:1-6)

6) For the next 40 years, what was Moses’ job?

7) Note anything interesting you observe about Moses’ encounter with the Lord at the burning bush (v.4).  The Lord didn’t speak immediately.  What did he wait for?  What might this indicate?

8) How does Moses respond to being in the presence of the Lord? What does this teach us about God?


Scene 4: A holy discontent (Exodus 3:7-10)

9) Read 2:24, 3:7-8.  The Lord doesn’t overlook the injustice happening to his people.  What will He do? 

10) Contrast God’s plan with Moses’ actions earlier in his life. (2:12; Look back to question #4)

11) Read 3:9-10 Who does God choose to lead the charge?  God harnessed Moses’ internal fire to use it for something good.  Connect Moses’ earlier life experience with God’s command to him.

Scene 5: A common response (Exodus 3:11-12) 

12) How does Moses respond to the Lord’s call on his life?  (v. 11)

13) What is Moses’ hesitation?  Should God be relying on Moses’ abilities or should Moses be relying on God?  (v. 12)

15) What inadequacies might discourage you from stepping forward in faith?  Based on God’s response to Moses’ concerns, what encouragement should you have?

16) What might be some additional benefits of relying on God instead of taking things into your own hands?
