Read Genesis 39:1-6

1.) Compare the worst job you have ever had to the job of “slave” (no pay, cannot quit, no rights, no benefits)! What is implied about Joseph’s mindset and work ethic in verses 1-6, even though he was a slave? How did Joseph honor God despite being a slave? In verse 5, what was God’s response to Joseph’s character? How can we learn from Joseph’s attitude in our lives and in our jobs?

READ GENESIS 39:7-10


2.) At the end of verse 7, Joseph is left with a decision to make. In what ways would Joseph had compromised all that God had blessed him with if he would have indulged with Potiphar’s wife? Reflect (or share if you desire) on ways in our culture or in our personal lives that we compromise our integrity when faced with a hard temptation (it can come in subtle forms like movies, magazines, internet).


3.) Memorize the first phrase in verse 8 as a way to respond when we are faced with temptation. 

READ GENESIS 39:11-20


5.) Observe and answer the following questions. Was Joseph able to reason with Potiphar’s wife? How did Joseph respond to the temptation the second time in verse 12? Running is a great technique to flee temptation, literally! Look up the following verses; 1 Corinthians 6:18; 10:14. 


6.) According to this example of Joseph, does a favorable outcome always result in doing the right thing? Do we expect favorable outcomes when we obey? Why? Last, what was the one constant in Joseph’s life while his circumstances constantly changed (verses 2 and 20)? What can we learn?
