Scene 1 – The fall. Read 2 Samuel 11:2-5


1.) Observe the text and calculate, as best you can, the time from when the temptation first hit David 
until he actually committed adultery. About how long does David have the opportunity to change his 
mind? Temptation is not sin! We all face temptation and it is how we handle those temptations 
that determine whether or not we sin. How do members in your group handle temptations? 
Help one 
another with some creative ideas!

Scene 2 – The cover-up. Read 2 Samuel 11:6-13


2.) Compare and contrast the attributes concerning the character of Uriah vs. David.

Scene 3 - The orders: Read 2 Samuel 11:14-25


3.) Read this passage carefully and observe what part of David’s order did Joab choose not to follow? 
Why do you think he did not follow it (put yourself in Joab’s shoes)? Was Uriah the only one who 
died? Observe how tactfully Joab chooses to deliver the message to David. Notice how David 
responds to the news in verse 25, was he concerned? What does this indicate about David? 

Scene 4 – The tragedy: Read 2 Samuel 11:26-27


4.) Notice how the author refers to the woman of the story. Why is this significant? The only reference 
to “the Lord” is mentioned here in verse 27. Why is this significant?

Scene 5 – The New David (Jesus Christ)

· Read Romans 3:9-20 - How does the apostle Paul view humanity? Based on this view, was the old David’s fall based solely on his bad decision or was is rooted in something deeper?

· For those that believe in The New David (Jesus Christ), we receive a new nature. Read Rom 3:21-26. Read Romans 6:1. Are we subject to sinning after receiving the new nature like we were before? For those of us that still feel guilty for past sins, read Romans 8:1? 

Application:


Discuss the ways you can be proactive with your faith and steer clear from sinning. Remember David’s 
early decisions (mistakes), he was avoiding his responsibility (vs. 1), and he was idle (in bed, in the 
evening). Do we have these tendencies in our own life and how can we avoid them in the future?
