1.) What was the reason for God telling Gideon to decrease the army to 300? What was the harm in 
having more men?

Scene #2 Qualified by Weakness: Read Judges 7:7-15


2.) A round barely loaf is the cheapest bread and is used to feed animals. The soldiers that dreamt that 
dream associated the loaf with Gideon and his defeat over Midian. Observe how God worked 
Reread verse 15. What was it that finally changed in Gideon’s mind and heart and gave him courage?

Scene #3 Victory by Faith: Read Judges 7:16-25


3.) Why might God have chosen the battle plan that he did in these verses 16-18? 


4.) Read and observe Judges8:22-23! Now compare 8:22-23 with verse 7:2! What discrepancy 
do you see? Gideon obviously saw the discrepancy!
