2.) Being honest with yourself, where does the Christian role and responsibilities fit on the list? Why?

3.) The Apostle Paul commands us to “do your best (be diligent, be eager).” It is a command because we have a natural tendency to neglect our Christian responsibilities. It will be a battle our entire life! That is why we need to pay attention to our tendencies. What are some ways we can discipline our lives in order that we keep our Christian role and responsibilities a number one priority?

4.) Another reason Paul commands us to “do your best” is because we have a natural tendency to be lazy with our responsibilities. Discuss the difference between resting and being lazy. Be honest, what are some areas in our lives that we are lazy or have a tendency to be lazy? How do we combat those times when we want to be lazy? 

Work it out!
