Read Col 3:12-17
Depending on your translation, How many commands does Paul give us throughout these verses?

How many virtues does Paul command us to “Put On!” What are the opposite of each one of these virtues and how do they look in life?

What do all these virtues have in common? 

Talk it over!

Who does Paul say we are in verse 12? Why does he start with this before he goes into how we are supposed to act? 
How does it change our perspective knowing that Paul is commanding us to “Put On,” these various virtues, as if it is a choice and not as a result of the way we feel? If he commands it, is it possible?

The phrase in verse 14, “And over all these virtues,” indicates that love is above all the other virtues he mentions in verses 12-13? Why is Love over all the other virtues? Why is love the perfect bond of unity?

What have we clung to as the anchors of our relationships other than love and what was the result? 

Name some Spiritual Truths have you learned from singing in your church?  Why is singing such a powerful way to learn Scripture and Christian Truth?
